Strauss has risen in ranking on the list of companies most worth working at and is ranked seventh in the opening ten
According to BDI ranking and business information that ranks the “50 companies most worth working at” Strauss squeezed into the seventh place in the opening ten. The ranking is based on a comprehensive survey conducted by the business information company BDI in cooperation with The Marker. The survey indicates that the most important criteria for the Israeli worker choosing a workplace is the wages, which contradicts a survey carried out last year where the company’s solid standing was at the top of employee’s priority list.
